Applicants must be a graduate of a school of professional nursing approved by the appropriate state agency and accredited by either the National League for Nursing Accrediting (NLN) or the Commission on College Nursing Education (CCNE) at the time the program was completed by the applicant.  Foreign graduates must possess certification from the Commission on Graduate of Foreign Nursing Schools (CGFNS).  Applicants must also meet the basic VA requirements qualifying as a Clinical Nurse Specialist and must possess a Masters Degree from an academic program accredited by the NLNAC or CCNE with a major in the clinical specialty in mental health.   
Nurse Practitioner:  Applicants must meet the basic VA requirements qualifying as a Registered Nurse as defined in VA Handbook 5005, Part II, Appendix, G6.  Applicants must be a graduate of a school of professional nursing approved by the appropriate state agency and accredited by either the National League for Nursing Accrediting (NLN) or the Commission on College Nursing Education (CCNE) at the time the program was completed by the applicant.  Foreign graduates must possess certification from the Commission on Graduate of Foreign Nursing Schools (CGFNS).  Applicants must also meet the basic VA requirements qualifying as a Nurse Practitioner and must be licensed or otherwise recognized as a nurse practitioner in a state and maintain a full and current certification from the American Nurses Association or another recognized certifying body.   Graduation from a Masters Level Nurse Practitioner program with a clinical focus in Adult Health or Psychiatry and National certification as an Adult Nurse Practitioner is preferred.

   (2)  Graduation from a PA training program of at least 12 months duration which is certified by the ARC-PA and a bachelor’s degree in a health care occupation or a health-related science; or

    (3)  Graduation from a PA training program of at least 12 months duration which is certified by the ARC-PA and a period of progressively responsible health care experience such as an independent duty medical corpsman, licensed practical nurse, registered nurse, medical technologist, or medical technician.  The duration of approved academic training and health care experience must total at least 5 year.
